_____3.  You are caught shoplifting a $5.00 item from Safeway.  You are found guilty and the judge sentences you to ten years in jail even though it is your first conviction.

_____4.  You are found guilty of committing a crime.  The government wants to make an example of you and humiliate you so the judge makes you wear a sign that says you are a criminal.

_____5.  You are arrested and immediately admit to committing the crime before the police even questions you.  In your trial, the prosecutor uses your confession against you even though you deny you ever said it.

_____6.  The Washington, DC police arrest a group of demonstrators assembling on the White House lawns demanding to speak to the President.
