	Adobe Construction
	Adobe is sun-dried brick made from clay and grass or straw.  Good for dry climates and can last for a very long time.
	Texas Longhorn
	Introduced by Spanish.  They need little water and can fend off wild animals.  Provide beef and hides.

	Food
	Tortillas are most popular contribution.  Spicy, cooked over charcoal, and can take days to prepare.
	Mule Packing
	Valuable form of transportation.  Mules can travel long distances over rocky terrain.  They can carry very heavy loads and move quickly.

	Music
	Influenced Country/Western music.  Corrido is a ballad. Mariachi bands sing corridos, ballads and wear traditional clothing.
	El Camino Real
	Means “Royal Road”.  Connects all 21 missions in California and was used by traders and travelers. It still connects northern and southern California.

	Dance
	Combine traditions of music and song with dance.  Hat dance is one that is well known.  Dancers wear traditional dress:  sombreros and sarapes.
	Irrigation
	Diverted rivers and streams to deliver necessary water to farms.  Led to the success of farming in Southern California. 

	Architecture
	Most buildings are built with adobe and blend in with their surroundings.  Stay cool in summer and warmer in winter.  Red tile roofs protect the building from fire.
	Citrus Agriculture
	Brought from Spain in the 1700’s.  Oranges, lemons, limes grew well in California and Arizona where large orchards were eventually established.

	Family
	Communities are centered around families.  Families tend to be large and the needs of the family come before the needs of the individuals.  Roles are clearly defined.  Sense of family influenced California law which states all property belongs equally to the husband and wife.
	Catholicism
	Majority of Mexicans are Catholic which was introduced by the Spanish and spread through the mission system.  Image of the Virgin of Guadalupe is a very popular religious image.

	Patio
	Provides a space for outdoor living sheltered from sun, wind.  They are partially roofed and are a popular part of architecture in the US.
	Rodeo and Cattle Branding
	Branding cattle was necessary to differentiate cattle from different ranches.  Rodeos helped the vaqueros practice the skills needed for ranching and cattle driving.

	Weaving
	Colors (red and blue) and patterns of weaving are influenced by Mexicanos.  Sarapes are blankets worn over the shoulder.
	Ranching and Cowboys
	Introduced by Spanish, ranching was perfected in Mexico.  Individuals were given large tracts of land for cattle grazing.  Mexican vaqueros developed the gear, clothing and language of the modern cowboy.  Cowboy hats, chaps, saddle horns and boots are all developments made by the Mexicanos.
